Look over this ’66
model and sece what we mean. Start at the
front. The bold, die-cast grille is distinctively styled,
and is a Barracuda exclusive. A new Barracuda
medallion embellishes the center of the divider.
Along both sides, a lacquered stripe, color-keyed to
the interior trim, runs from the front fender o the
rear. Fender-mounted turn signal indicators add
an extra luxury note to the beauty of the ’66
Plymouth Barracuda. The popular fastback styling
has 14.4 sq. (. of fully tinted glass in the rear win-
dow. Now let’s look inside. New for 66, we see
shell-type bucket seats up front. Seat and door
panel trim is all-vinyl. Bright, rich, colorful carpet-
ing covers both front and rear floor arcas, as well as
the storage area. A Barracuda exclusive is the instru-
ment panel. Easy-to-read dials and gauges, includ-
ing the vacuum gauge or optional tachometer, add
to the sporty image of this fast-moving fastback.
One of the best-liked features of the Plymouth
Barracuda is its seven-foot-long, versatile storage
space. In the illustration below, you can see that
with the back seat folded down, there is plenty of
room for practically anything under 7 feet long to
be loaded and carried. A “‘security panel” for stor-
ing valuables separates the cargo area from the pas-

senger compartment. Lel yourself go . . . Plymouth.
